• To develop/improve performing skills, including stage etiquette 
• To develop solo singing repertoire (primarily Italian) 
•  To encourage part singing through simple choral literature

GRADING POLICY 
• up to 150 participation points earned (30 total class hours x 5 points per hour) 
  full daily points awarded for on time arrival and best musical effort 
  Disruptive or inappropriate behavior or attitude will result in removal 
  from class and up to 100 points deducted. 
• deduction of 1 point for every 2 minutes late up to 10 minutes 
• deduction of 10 points if between 10-60 minutes missed per class session 
• deduction of 20 points if between 61-119 minutes missed per class session 
• deduction of 30 points if more than 120 minutes missed per class session.

  -40 if absent from final;  
  -35 if more than an hour missed of final 
  -30 if 30-60 minutes missed of final at any time 
  -20 if late up to 30 minutes to final or between 15 and 30 min. missed 
  -30 if student attends, but does not perform a final song 
  Students perform song of choice; criteria to be determined 
  Songs must be approved by Dr. Glasman no later than June 4, 2024
